Changing to Survive


Cold climates: At first, they lived in caves and overhangs. 


Learned to make tents/huts out of animal skins


Warm climates: still caves and huts, but mostly for protection, not warmth





Fire Sparks Change


Fire provided: warmth, light, protection (spears), could cook 


Used friction to start fires. Wood on wood. Then discovered a stone they could use to create friction.
