Neolithic Times


People stayed in one place to grow crops (farming instead of hunting)


Began to domesticate-tame animals for human use


Neolithic age=”new stone”


Systematic Agriculture started now- growing food on regular basis





Big Changes for Humankind


Agricultural Revolution was the shift from hunting and gathering to farming and planting


Some historians think Ag. Rev was MOST IMPORTANT EVENT IN HUMAN HISTORY!!





Widespread Farming


Farming spread around the world


By 8000 BC people started growing wheat and barley


Later they grew bananas, rice, etc


Domesticated dogs and chickens 


























Neolithic Communities


Settled in villages, built permanent homes


Settled near water and fields to grow crops


Catal Huyuk, 6000 people, one of world’s first known villages


Has shrines (evidence of religion)


Settled life was easier, provided protection from invaders/weather


Surplus occurred-they produced more than they could use, so they traded


Specialization-people focused on their talents (artisans, skilled workers, weapons, etc)


Men farmed and led family, women took care of kids





The End of the Neolithic Age


Bronze age-better tools were made (hoes for soil, metals, copper)





Cities and Governments


Cities grew near rivers


Rivers allowed trade, transportation, fishing, water source


First gov-MONARCHIES-led by king or queen


Religions


Religions started to help people explain their lives














Social Structures


Social pyramids started-determined by their jobs


Rules and priests, gov officials, warriors, farmers, artisans, slaves

Symbols used in place of letters and words


Kept records and stories
