Social Studies Radio Podcast

For this project, your group will be creating a Radio Show using Apple’s Garageband. Below you will find the requirements and guidelines to follow in order to be successful.

Format:

Your radio podcast will be an Egyptian radio station that you create. Be creative with your station’s name, relating it to something about Egypt. You will be playing music and reporting as if you were broadcasting from a city-state along the Nile (although you’ll be a modern radio station. Imagination required on this one!)
Time:

Your podcast needs to fall within the timeframe of 2-3 minutes in length. Any more than that and we will get bored. Seriously. We will. 
Participation:

Each group member needs to have at least one significant segment. Each person is responsible for planning, scripting, recording, and editing their segment. Scripts will be turned in for a grade. “Significant” means you taught something important about the content.
Recording:

Each student must read from a script when they are recording their vocal. 

The script must be looked at by Mr. Ensey in order for you to record it. The key to recording: quiet place, lots of practice and be cheesy. 
Content: 

Your script must represent important ideas and facts about the section of the book you are given. Each group will be given one lesson. This is where your content will come. You need at least 4 segments and 4 songs. Segments should find that perfect balance between clearly showing main ideas and not overdoing it with too much info. After all, it is a radio show and not a boring report. Prove your knowledge in a creative, entertaining way. Don’t read it like a report. Would you want to listen to a radio station that sounded like a boring report?
Segments you might include:

· Short “In studio” interviews with guest speakers (Pharaohs, rulers, priests, governors, kings, etc.) 

· Short “in the field” interviews with Pharaohs, rulers, priests, governors, kings, etc.

· Breaking news (in studio) about wars, rulers, announcements, upcoming events

· Breaking news or reports “in the field” about wars, rulers, announcements, upcoming events

· Short “high interest” stories on discoveries, science news, health news, math news, new inventions

· Brief weather report (but still must teach us something…has to tie into main ideas…don’t just tell use the weather, but share how the climate is having an impact on daily life.
· Traffic report (done creatively to announce the movement of an army, traffic on the Nile, etc.). Obviously, it won’t be cars you are talking about. What would it be?
· Other brilliant ideas you come up with that meet the guidelines. Check with me first.
Special Effects:

In order to make your podcast “come to life,” your group needs to use the following:

· A song playing at the beginning that fades in to your DJ voice
· Music that you bring in from home. No downloading from iTunes at school and, bringing in your music on your phone will not help. Remind me to explain to you why. Bring music on a flash drive. Or, you can use the music that is already on the Macs. 
· Reports need to be short and sweet and not bore your listeners!!
· You need to have call out letters and radio name (107.7 The End, 103.7 The Mountain) and repeat them over and over like they do on the radio. “You’re listening to 102.5 ‘The Crescent’, Mesopotamians Hottest Rock and Roll” or “We’re back on 99.9 ‘The Desert’, The Fertile Crescents most Righteous Rap”
Reminders:

· Make sure you are checking your sound levels so that they are not too quiet or distorted.

· Make sure you do not leave “dead air” anywhere in your podcast.

· Make sure you have an intro and conclusion to your podcast.
